The Auckland Philharmonia will provide a designated accompanist on the day of the audition for candidates
auditioning in person in Auckland, however candidates are at liberty to bring their own accompanist at their own
cost if they so desire.

Candidates sending recordings must organise their own accompanist for their recording.
